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 Admittance for TIER 2,3 and 4 students will be decided on or before August 1st, by the Enrollment 

Committee. 

 All new enrollees who live outside the city limits must be approved by the superintendent, or his designee, 

before admittance to The Schools of Guntersville School System. 

 No students who reside outside of the Guntersville City limits will be enrolled after the first day of school. 

TIER 1: 
 Students who live with a legal custodial parent or legal guardian in the 

Guntersville City limits. 
 Students whose parent(s) are employees of The Schools of Guntersville. 
 Students who reside full-time with siblings who are currently enrolled in 

The Schools of Guntersville. 
Tier 1 students will be admitted to The Schools of Guntersville. 

 

TIER 2: 
 Students whose parent(s) graduated from The Schools of Guntersville. 

 Students who reside part-time with siblings who are currently enrolled in 

The Schools of Guntersville. 
Tier 2 students may be admitted to The Schools of Guntersville on a case by case 

basis if there is adequate space.  Each enrollee will be considered by a joint 

committee of counselors and administrators. 
 

TIER 3: 
 Students whose parent(s) are city employees, business owners in 

Guntersville, paying property taxes or city sales tax. 
 A newly established business within Guntersville city limits or a newly 

hired city employee will have 30 days from the establishment of the 

business or date of employment to apply for enrollment. 
Tier 3 students may be admitted to The Schools of Guntersville on a case by case 

basis if there is adequate space.  Each enrollee will be considered by a joint 

committee of counselors and administrators. 
 

TIER 4: 
 Students living outside the Guntersville City limits who meet none of the 

above criteria. 
Tier 4students may be admitted to The Schools of Guntersville on a case by case 

basis if there is adequate space.  Each enrollee will be considered by a joint 

committee of counselors and administrators.
